Day 61 – A Mouthful
Mark 6:1-13

Jesus has given us His marching orders to go out and spread the Gospel of Good News.
How did Jesus begin this process?  Reading Chapter 6 in the Gospel of Mark I see He chose and carefully instructed the twelve disciples to go out and serve Him.  He chose or called people from all walks of life, fishermen, political activists, and tax collector.  He called common people and uncommon leaders; rich and poor, educated and uneducated.  

I have often wondered in my own life, if I would have been picked to be one of the twelve.  Today many people think only certain people are fit to follow Christ, but this was not the attitude of the Master Himself.

Last October I had an experience where I felt the voice of God asking me to lead a Cursillo weekend.  At first I was scared to death of the thought. It did not take me long to realize that God would guide me throughout the process.  No matter how insignificant I felt He had a Plan for me.
We too must be careful not to reject His will out of fear or because He does not quite fit into our lives or in the image of what God should be like. 

When you feel small and useless, remember that God uses ordinary people to do His extraordinary work.  He does not pick the qualified; He will qualify those He picks.
So you need to be open for God’s appointment into your life. If we as the body of Christ do not say yes, then the body of Christ will suffer.  As Jesus served God as He served others, so should we.   Be ready to be challenged to move into the world to serve.

In my experience as I said “Yes” to the leadership position on the cursillo weekend, it was never about me.  It was a commitment to God’s plan and I consciously gave the entire process to Him.   It was remarkable how it all came together.  Many people remarked as to the ease and grace that was felt throughout the planning and the weekend itself.  I gave the credit where it belonged.  It was God  and it was amazing to witness.
